What Isand Is Not Congregational Transformation?
By George W. Bullard, Jr.

What is congregational transformation?
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It isan ongoing spiritua and strategic journey.

It is about reaching the full kingdom potential of a congregation in response to God's call.

It is about building an enduring visionary leadership community as carriers of the vision of the congregation.
It isabout allowing God's call to pull the congregation forward into the future.

It is adeep long-term solution.

It isan affirmation of past, present, and future generations of people.

It isaprocess of continual transformation that acknowledges the dynamic nature of congregational life.

It is about the transition of peoplein relationship to God and one another before changing programs, minis-
tries, and activities.

It is about re-imaging a congregation in the image of God.

. It is about soaring with the God-inspired strengths present within the gifts, skills, and preference of the con-

gregational participants.

What is not congregational transformation?
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It is not a one-time destination that allows a congregation to say they are finished with transformation.

It is not about extending current trends into the future.

It is not about focusing around the vision that is only held by the pastor, or expecting the pastor to provide
vision.

It is not about seeking to push the congregation forward into the future through established objectives, goals,
and action plans.

It is not a surface short-term fix.

It is not an affirmation of only past generations of people.

It is not transformation that assumes once a congregation is transformed that they will never have to trans-
form again.

It is not about changing programs, ministries, and activities that challenge people to transition in response.

It is not about re-imaging a congregation in the image of the program, project, or process used to bring about
change.

It is not about focusing on fixing the problems or weaknesses in a congregation in the hope that it will magi-
cally soar when these are gone.

So, what is congregational transformation?

Congregational transformation is an ongoing spiritua and strategic journey that empowers congregations to
travel in the direction of their unique full kingdom potential in response to God's call that is expressed through a
captivating vision for future ministry championed by an enduring visionary leadership community.

What isthe principal purpose of the church? Why in the world do we band together in the name of
Chrigt? Ask ten Christians that question and you' Il likely get ten different answers.  Some will say the purpose
of the churchisto disciple believers. Otherswill say that the church’s purpose is to go and spread the good
news of Christ. Still, otherswill say that the church is arefuge from the world.

| wonder what we would say if we are willing to be honest. Would we say that it'saplaceto go to re-
member the way things used to be; the last stronghold of sanity in a changing world? Would we say that it' sa
place we go to feel comfortable? Would we say the church iswhere | see my friends? Certainly, none of those
arewrong. But arethey realy what Jesus’ church is supposed to be?

Every child in our Sunday School classes can tell you that the church is not aplace or abuilding. It's
people; the body of believers of Jesus. It’'s not aclubhouse. 1t’snot afort in which we hide from the world. It's
certainly not a place we go to get what we want. It isthe family of Jesus; nothing more and nothing less.

Just about everyone can agree that a principa purpose of the church isto WORSHIP. We have set aside
alarge part of our building so that we can gather together as God’ s people and worship Him together. We wor-
ship Jesus everyday in everything we do; not just one or two hours each week. But, we meet together to wor-
ship Him and encourage each other. Paul even exhorts us not to stop the practice of gathering together. We
may think we can worship just as well in the woods or on the golf course, but we need each other. If not, why
would the church exist?

So, what' sthe big deal? People all over the world gather together to worship. Unfortunately, we bring
lots of baggage with us. We bring our expectations about what worship is going to be. We bring our agendas of
how others should behave. We bring anger about what we don’t like. We bring our personal opinions and pref-
erences. Unfortunately, we often bring everything except a heart longing to worship our God and Savior.

We too often come ready to criticize the sermon. We may not like the message. We may question the
preacher’ s motives. We regularly forget (conveniently) that we are hearing a message put on the heart of the
speaker. We criticize what the Holy Spirit has inspired.

Some of us come DEMANDING a certain type of music and a particular way of expression. Again, we
refuse to allow the Holy Spirit to breathe fresh wind in our worship. | want to tell you, my church family, that is
adangerousthing. You place yoursalf in great spiritual peril when you stand between God and a worshiper.

People worship God in different ways. Some lift their hands in praise, as Paul exhorted (not com-
manded) the church in 1 Timothy 2:8 (David in Ps.88:9). Some express worship by weeping. Some close their
eyesin prayer asthey sing. Some kneel. Some sit silently in the presence of God. Worship may be a corporate
event, but expressed many ways by individuals. It HASto bethat way. It isanintimate act between the wor-
shiper and God.

Areyou realy worshiping God or just keeping atradition of coming to church? Do you find yourself
watching other people worship and becoming angry? Do you accuse other worshipers of “putting on a show?’
Do you accuse others of being too sinful to worship? Do you become angry when a different style of worship
music is part of the service? If so, thenit’stime to ask if you are really worshiping or just simply trying to con-
trol the worship of others. God will not alow anyone to control hischurch. IT BELONGS TO HIM.

Remember this: it's not al about you. It’s about Jesus! It’s not about the way you like, it's about wor-
shiping. It's not about tradition, it's about the living God! There is no such thing as sacred or secular music.
Musicis neutral. It'sthe substance of the lyricsthat are sacred or secular.

Above all, church, let’ s never lose sight of the fact that Y OU ARE NOT THE AUDIENCE; GOD IS.
You arethe worshiper. Let's don’t waste a second of our time questioning the way the person beside us wor-
ships. Let’'squestion our own heart. That's part of real worship.
