Heights, we changed our name to Jonesboro Heights Baptist Church.

In 1941 the pastor of JHBC served three other churches. Do you know the
names of those churches? In 1941, just before Pearl Harbor, we had 318
members and Rev. Joel Frank Stegall served Jonesboro Heights, Vass, Ephesus
and Cool Springs churches during the 4 years of World War II.
